How are people
affected?

In countries such as Iran and
Israel, some families have had
to stay indoors or go to
shelters to stay safe.

Nearby countries, including
Bahrain, Qatar, Kuwait and the
United Arab Emirates, have also
been affected by the attacks.
Schools, travel and daily
routines have been disrupted in
some areas.

Emergency services and
community groups in these
countries are working to help
keep people safe and
supported.
