As well as it being a popular space to play, it has also
provided a perfect spot for sharing stories, art lessons and moments of reflection.

Some of you may have also noticed that the car park near Elizabeth building is no more. In this area, we will be
building a sensory garden; work will start on this soon. We were also kindly donated a boat and will be
developing ideas to provide another play area for children using this. Last year, we asked for donations
towards our project and my goodness, you delivered. We were/are so grateful for all of your support — thank
youl!

We have now had a shed built to house some of the smaller toys. As we move onto the next phase of our
project, we are hoping to extend this storage. It will house ‘loose parts’ storage for the children to access and
tidy away independently, ensuring that all play is child-led and further enforcing our school value of
responsibility.
